NOMINATION OF PROVISIONAL LIQUIDATOR IN PETITIONS FOR COURT ORDERED LIQUIDATIONS

1 The General Registry is prepared to maintain and display a list (“list”) of people who are suitable for nomination to the Court as Provisional Liquidators.

2 Selection of a person from the list would dispense with the requirement to file with the petition and affidavit of fitness of the nominated person.  It would not however dispense with the need to file a statement from the nominee of his willingness to accept appointment, nor would it remove the Court’s discretion to reject the nominee.

3 The creation of such a list would not prevent a petitioner from nominating an unlisted person as Provisional Liquidator, it would simply relieve the petitioner from having to file an affidavit of fitness every time a listed person was chosen.

4 Application to be included on the list should be by letter to the Chief Registrar, accompanied by an affidavit of fitness as is presently submitted to the Court.

5 Removal from the list would be by letter of request from the person in question, or by direction of a Deemster.

6 The list will be maintained by the General Registry.

7 The list will be on public display in the Rolls Office, Company Registry and Deeds Registry.

8 If the person nominated as Provisional Liquidator is named in the list, this fact must be stated in the petition, otherwise an affidavit of fitness will automatically be expected.
