(1) Following conviction by a jury:-
(a) Petition of Appeal;

(b) A copy of the Information and of the Order (containing sentence) thereon;

(c) Counsel’s final addresses;

(d) Deemster’s summing up;

(e) A copy of the Deemster’s notes of the proceedings from after the jury’s finding of “Guilty” consisting of:-

(i) Evidence for Defendant to support plea in mitigation,

(ii) Counsel’s plea in mitigation,

(iii) The sentence of the Court;

(f) A transcription of the Deemster’s remarks when sentencing the Defendant

(2) Following a plea of Guilty in the Court of General Gaol Delivery:

(a) Petition of Appeal;

(b) A copy of the Information and of the Order (containing sentence); 

(c) A copy of the Deemster’s notes of the proceedings;

(d) A transcription of the Deemster’s remarks when sentencing the Defendant.

(3) Following a remand to the Court of General Gaol Delivery for sentence:
(a) Petition of Appeal;

(b) A copy of the Deemster’s Order (containing sentence);

(c) A copy of the Deemster’s notes of the proceedings;

(d) A transcription of the Deemster’s remarks when sentencing the Defendant.
THE DEFENDANT SHALL, HOWEVER, HAVE AN ABSOLUTE DISCRETION TO INCLUDE IN THE PRINT OF APPEAL THE EVIDENCE GIVEN AT THE TRIAL OR THE RECORD OF PROCEEDINGS IN THE COURT OF SUMMARY JURISDICTION, AS THE CASE MAY BE.
