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1. The relevant sections of the Act are sections 11 and 12.
2. These sections specify that it is an essential factor in the registration of a deed and that priorities are determined by reference to the time of registration, except where two or more deeds are presented fro registration at the same precise time.  The Registrar of Deeds is required, by statute, to follow the terms set out in the above mentioned sections.

3. If a number of deeds are desired to be registered on the same day and it is also desired that some particular order of registration should be made, it is the responsibility of the person presenting the deeds for registration to indicate to the Registrar the order in which it is desired that the deeds should be registered so that a time interval between the registration of each deed may be recorded in the Registration Book.
