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GENERAL GAOL DELIVERY

Legal Aid assignments in serious cases

1 In all serious charges of murder or rape

where the defendant is not represented by an advocate of his choice

and legal aid is granted

only an advocate of not less than five years standing may be assigned to the defendant

2 Where the defendant is represented by an advocate of his choice

whose standing is less than five years

the following confirmation; signed by the defendant, should be handed into the Court.

I am aware of the view of the Court that in a charge of murder or rape the defendant should be represented by an advocate of not less than five years experience standing.  Nevertheless I wish (advocate’s name) to defend me on the charge of                     that I am now facing, as my sole advocate.
