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POWERS OF ATTORNEY ACT 1987

Applications to register an Enduring Power of Attorney
1 Rule 5 of the Mental Health (Powers of Attorney) Rules 1987 (“the Rules”) provides that:

“An application to register an ensuring power of attorney shall be made in form 2 and shall be lodged with the court no later than 3 days after the date on which – 

a) notice has been given to the donor, to every relative (if any) entitled to receive notice and every co-attorney; or

b) leave has been given to dispense with the notice,

whichever is the later.”

2. By rule 3 of the Rules a Deemster may extend the time within which an application to register an enduring Power of Attorney shall be lodged with the court.

3. When an application to register an enduring Power of Attorney is lodged after the 3 days provided for by rule 5, the application should be accompanied by a request that the time for lodging the application be extended, together with the grounds for such request.
4. Form 2 (the application for registration, set out in the Schedule to the Rules, contains the statement –

“I/we have reason to believe that the donor is or is becoming mentally incapable.”

The application should be accompanied by a letter from a medical practitioner supporting the belief of the applicant that the donor is or is becoming mentally incapable.
